Grateful for his own sobriety, Mel B. took a specia | interest in the personal qualities that contribut ed
to Bill W.'s life and work. The AA co-founderisp  resented here as a complex and sometimes troubled
man with a combination of unusual abilities. Once driven by a strong need for business success, Bill

found his true work in helping others learn how to help themselves. This report notes that the
strengths of AA, and also some of its weaknesses, ¢ an be abstracted from Bill's life and charismatic
personality.

Mel B., a Toledo, Ohio resident since 1972, isare covering alcoholic who found sobriety in April 1950 ,

when he entered a state hospital in northeast Nebra  ska for a 7-week stay. Moving to Michigan later

that year and eventually becoming an industrial edi tor and business writer, he authored about fifty

articles for the AA Grapevine and was a contributin g writer to “Pass It On,” AA’'s conference-
approved biography of Bill W. He has also authored books and pamphlets for Hazelden Educational Servic  es.

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THOUGHTS FOR THE MONTH

The smashing success of Alcoholics Anonymous star ted a cascade of spin-off groups known collectively as the recovery
group movement. On of the first groups sprouting fr om AA, and an excellent example, is the genesis of Narcotics Anonymous in 1947.
The core of the Narcotics Anonymous recovery progra m is a series of personal activities known asthe T welve Steps, closely adapted
from Alcoholics Anonymous. These steps include admi tting there is a problem, seeking help, self-apprai  sal, confidential Self-
disclosure, making amends where harm has been done, and working with other drug addicts who want to re cover. Central to the pro-
gram is an emphasis on what is referred to as a "sp  iritual awakening," borrowing the Jungian idea of ¢ onversion, and its practical

value in addiction recovery. Like other spin-off gr oups, NA also incorporates AA's Twelve Traditions i nto its concept of governance
on the levels of individual group leadership and in teraction with a non-hierarchical international org anizing body. Another, less suc-
cessful schism from AA, the group movement Synanon did not copy AA's non-hierarchical structure and op ted instead for the charis-
matic leadership of Charles Dederich. In the early seventies Synanon declared itself a church and bega  n a series of practices includ-
ing mass vasectomies, beatings of would-be runaways , and even the attempted murder of critics. The ado  ption of the Twelve Tradi-
tions prevents AA or any similar groups from one in dividual's abuse of power, as happened in Synanon. In addition to groups closely

and successfully modeled on AA such as Workaholics Anonymous founded in 1983, Gamblers Anonymous start ed in 1957, and Over-
eaters Anonymous from 1960, other AA inspired organ izations are less recovery oriented and instead cap italize on the fellowship and
sharing principles of AA. These groups include Pare nts Anonymous founded in 1970, Humor Anonymous and even Knappers Anony-
mous since 1996.

Today Alcoholics Anonymous is administered via two operating bodies:
The first organization, A.A. World S  ervices Inc. centered in the General Service Office in New York City, employs 84 workers
to keep in touch with local groups, with AA groups in treatment and correctional facilities, with memb ers and groups overseas, and

with the thousands of "outsiders" who turn to AA ea ch year for information on the recovery program. AA Conference-approved literat-
ture is prepared, published, and distributed throug h this office.

The second group, The A.A. Grapevine, Inc. , publi  shes the AA Grapevine, the Fellowship's monthly int ernational journal that
has a circulation of about 125,000 in the U.S., Can ada, and other countries. The Grapevine also produc es a selection of specialty
items, principally cassette tapes and anthologies o f magazine articles. The two operating corporations are responsible to a board of
trustees (General Service Board of AA created in 19  51), of whom 7 are nonalcoholic friends of the Fell  owship, and 14 are AA mem-
bers.
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The famous Twelve Steps are the core of the AA expe rience. The twelve
steps are drawn directly from the Oxford Group that Bill W. and Dr. Bob par-
ticipated in before branching out to create AA. In the Oxford Group these
steps were used as a cure for sin; Bill W. and Dr. Bob later adapted them to
serve as a cure for alcoholism. The power of the AA Twelve Steps has snow-
balled since their codification in the early fortie s. Today the past success of

the Twelve Steps serves as a powerful motivational factor for an individual
starting on the road to sobriety. Knowledge of mass ive success in the past
helps the individual believe that he can accomplish a life-transforming move

to sobriety as well. The reputation of organization gives hope for the new
member setting out on his own road. This highly suc cessful organization in
its simplest form operates when a recovered alcohol ic passes along the story
of his or her own problem drinking, describes the s obriety he or she has
found in AA, and invites a newcomer to join the inf ~ ormal Fellowship. In ac-
cordance with the Stark and Bainbridge definition o f Client Cult, no effort is
made to weld the membership into a social movement. In fact the Anonymity
aspect of the program prevents AA from ever becomin g more organized into

a cult movement lifestyle. Many members of AA conti nue to practice religion

in an organized church while interacting with AA fo r the specific compensa-

tor of sobriety. AA's membership participation in a church or organized relig-
ion, and also the specific compensator of leaving d rinking behind, are also
both aspects of the organization that fit Stark and Bainbridge's definition of

Client Cult. Instead of building and expanding powe r, the heart of AA is con-

tained in the application of the Twelve Steps descr  ibing the experience of the

earliest members of the Society :

1. We admitted we were powerless over alcohol -- th  at our lives had be-
come unmanageable.

2. Came to believe that a Power greater than oursel  ves could restore us to
sanity.

3. Made a decision to turn our will and our lives o ver to the care of God as
we understood Him.

4. Made a searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves.

5. Admitted to God, to ourselves and to another hum an being the exact

nature of our wrongs.

Were entirely ready to have God remove all these  defects of character.

Humbly asked Him to remove our shortcomings.

Made a list of all persons we had harmed, and be  came willing to make

amends to them all.

9. Made direct amends to such people wherever possi  ble, except when to
do so would injure them or others.

10. Continued to take personal inventory and whenw e were wrong promptly
admitted it.

11. Sought through prayer and meditation to improve our conscious contact
with God as we understood Him, praying only for kno wledge of His will
for us and the power to carry that out.

12. Having had a spiritual awakening as the result  of these steps, we tried to
carry this message to alcoholics and to practice th ese principles in all
our affairs.
